INTRODUCING A NEW C.P.S. SERVICE

This is the first issue of a new publication of the Soclety which will appear 11
times a year as a Supplement to our Official Magazine - "THE CANADIAN PHILATELIST".
The publication of a high quality magazine is A costly proposition, so much so that
your Directors find that at the moment it ie not economically practical to issue it
more often than quarterly unless we were to set a special subscription charge to our
members, a practice whiech we are anxious to avoid.

On the other hand, your Directore feel that the welfare of the Soclety demands
that we contact our members with an offieial publieation oftener than guarterly. It
is desireble that we keep our membership informed of the latest philatelic develop-
ments, not only within the Soclety, but in philatelic matters generally. "THE CANAD-
IAN PHILATELIST" requires considerable time for editing and printing and it 1s 4iffi-
cult to add late news without upsetting the whole make-up of the magazine.

To solve this problem, it has been suggested that "THE CANADIAN PHILATELIST" be
devoted largely to the publication of outstanding articles of philatelic interest,
and that to keep our members posted the Society should publish a Supplementary Monthly
Letter eleven times yearly (July-August being a combined issue) with the express pur-
pose of keeping the membership informed on the latest happenings both within the Society
and in the philatelic world generally. -

This NEWS LETTER will bring you each month up-to-the-minute information from all
the Society's Departments - the Executive-Secretary's Office - the Sales Department -
the Library - will bring you up-to-date lists of new members and changes in address -
announcements of interest to the members of the Soclety and its mssociated Stamp Clubs
- post office department releases - and all last minute news of philatelic interest.

The Executive Secretary would be pleased to have your comments on this first issue
as well as constructive eriticism and suggestions which would mske this NEWS LETTER of
greater value to you throughout the year.

SPECIAL NOTICE RE "POPULAR STAMPS"

At our recent Annual Meeting it was decided that effective with the July-August
Issue, the Soclety should be relieved of its commitment to supply "POPULAR STAMPS"
Magazine to its members as a part of the amnual membership €ee. This decision is due
to the inauguration of our own official magazine - "The Canadian Philatelist".

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P.O. PHILATELIC BRANCH ANNOUNCEMENT

We ere pleased to reprint the following announcement from the Post Office Dept.
which was issued under date of June 1lst, 1950.

NG GEO Vi, 1 SUE 1 DESIGN, BOOKS R

"The stamps of King George VI, 1949 issue, revised design (which includes the
words "Postes'" and "Puutnge"s are now avalleble assembled in books and rolls.
The books sell for 25¢ each regardless of denomination, The 3¢ books contain
8 x 3¢ stamps, the Lg books contain 6 x L¢ stamps and the Combination Books
contein 3 x Ug, 3 x 3¢ end 3 x 1¢ etamps. Postage stamp books are printed in
English and bilingually - English and French.

The same design of stemps is availeble in rolls of the 1¢, 2¢, 3¢, U4¢ and 1¢
precancelled denominations. There are 500 stamps to a roll, It is regretted
that these stamps cannot be selected for centering and the patron must accept
all sales as final.

The same design, overprinted O.H,li.S. 1s now available in the l¢, 2¢, 3¢ and
L¢ denominations. The 5¢ denomination has been available since October, 1949,

In view of the shortage of stamps overprinted 0.H.i.S8. it was necessary to
perforate 0.H.M.8. the 2¢ emd 3¢ King George VI, 1949 issue, revised design,
in order to supply Government offices. A quantity of these etamps is avail~
able in the Philatelic Section.

This issue of posta stamps has been delivered by the manufacturers in the
following plate n ars:
1¢ - Plates lNos. 1 and 2 2¢ - Plates Nos., 1 and 2
3¢ - Plates Nos., 1, 2 and 3 L4¢ - Plates Nos. 1, 2, 3, Uy 5 &nd 6.

liost positions of all plate numbers listed above may be purchased from the
Philatelic Section.

Patrons are reminded that plate numbers, plate number positions or any spec-
ific stamp on a pane will be supplied only when specifically ordered. Please
indicate subetitution preference if plate number or position is not in stock.
In order to secure plate numbers, plate number positions or a specific etamp
on a pane, the following minimum guantities of stamps must be ordered for each
item desired:
100 stamps (full sheet) each of the l-cent to 5-cent
denominations, inclusive, regular issue.
50 stamps Efull ah.eat; of the L~cent commemorative.
25 stamps (half sheet) of each of the 7-cent to 20-cent
denominations, inclusive, regular issuse,
10 stamps of each of the 50-cent and §1.00 denominations,
regular isdue.

1946 ISSUE, §1.00 POSTAGE STALP QVERPRINTED "O.H.M.S,"

The stock of this stamp was exhausted in lMiarch. A further quantity has now
been obtained from the manufacturers and philatelic orders are being accepted.

NOTED WOMAN AUCTIONEER VISITS CANADA

A Tew daeys ago, an outstamding woman stamp auctioneer visited Toronto, and because
of what some would say was an unusual profession, her visit attracted attendion from
the Toronto press, and an interview with her was published in the Toronto "Globe & Mail".

The visitor was Mise Ethel Harper, a Director of the internationally-known firm of
Robson Lowe, of London and Bournemouth, England, and Philadelphia, U.S3,A.

Miss Harper told the reporter that stemp auctions are among the most exciting in
the world. BSo well organized and split-second-timed are they that it is possible to
print programs weeks in advance with the exact moment when each lot will come up for
auction. She figures 3% minutes per item for her own auctioneering.

Her customers, she says, come from all classes, At a recent collector's dinner she
attended were 567 people, including one king (Carol ol Roumania), several dukes, counta,
knights, businessmen, shopkeepers, and a number of factory workers, laborers, even men
whose daytime occupations were as garbage-ecllectors., She cites military and naval men
as enthusiestic for the hobby, probably because of their wide-flung opportunities as
they follow their profession around the globe. Doctors, lawyers, accountants and big
business executives are enthusiamstic over the hobby as a relief from the many problems
of their profession, she says.

Age makes no difference to the hobby, too, she notes. One of the finest collections
of Canadian stamps at a recent exhibition was the possession of a l2-year old London boy
who speclalized in Canada after hearing about it from two older brothers who had been
here as war guests: On the other hand it is a favorite occupation of elderly persons
who have retired from business life, and her company often follows its cus tomers through
from boyhood to the grave, afterwards buying back the collection which hae outlived ita
owner,

kiiss Harper was in Canada partly in connection with next year's Philatelic Exhibi-
tion in Toronto next yeer, which marks the centenary of the first issue of Canadian
postage stamps. She predicts that if the exhibition reaches anything like the heights
of excitement and interest of London exhibitions it will be a great event,
